The World Large Cap Composite seeks to provide long-term capital appreciation and outperform its benchmark while maintaining a lower 

volatility. The strategy applies a quantitative, bottom-up stock selection investment process, based on fundamental insights, to large and mid 
cap stocks in developed markets countries. The investment process focuses on a succinct, high conviction set of factors, which are applied 
within the context of a region/sector/industry relative model. The composite inception and creation date is December 1, 2020.

Benchmark Description

The benchmark is the MSCI World (USD) Index, net of withholding taxes. The MSCI World (USD) Index is a free float adjusted, market 
capitalization weighted index that is designed to measure the large and mid cap performance of stocks across 23 developed markets countries.

Reporting Currency

Valuations and composite performance are reported in U.S. dollars. The composite includes Canadian dollar portfolios that have been 

converted to U.S. dollars.

Internal Dispersion

Internal dispersion is calculated using the asset-weighted standard deviation of annual gross returns of those portfolios that were included in 

the composite for the entire year. Internal dispersion is only calculated for those composites which have at least 6 accounts for the full year.

Ex-Post Standard Deviation

The 3-year annualized standard deviation measures the variability of the gross composite and benchmark returns over the preceding 36-month 
period.

Fees

The maximum fee for the strategy is 0.55% per annum.

Performance Calculations

Gross of fee returns are calculated before management, operating and other fees but after all trading expenses and withholding taxes. For 
Canadian Exchange Traded Funds, gross of fee performance is calculated by geometrically adding the pro-rated monthly percentage of the
total net Management fee expense ratio to the monthly net return. This methodology applied to both Canadian Exchange Traded Funds and 
Mutual Fund accounts prior to April 1, 2023. Gross composite performance is calculated by asset weighting the individual account returns using 
beginning of period market values. Net composite performance is calculated using a model fee and reflects the deduction of the maximum fee 
which may include Investment management and administration fees. Net of fee performance is intended to illustrate the impact of fees on 
performance of the composite. Actual investment advisory fees incurred by clients are typically negotiated on an individual basis and may vary 
depending upon, among other things, the applicable fee schedule and portfolio size.

Valuation Principles

Investments listed on a public securities exchange or traded on an over-the-counter market are valued at the closing price. Where no closing 
price is available, the last sale or close price is used. Unlisted or non-exchange traded investments, or investments where the last price is 
unavailable or investments for which market quotations are, in Mackenzie's opinion, inaccurate, unreliable, or not reflective of all available 
material information, are valued at their fair value as determined by Mackenzie using appropriate and accepted industry valuation techniques 
including valuation models.
